show in February at the
Coral Springs Center for
the Arts as a benefit for his
mother’s 95th birthday
and her synagogue Con-
gregation Kol Tikvah’s
25th anniversary in Park-
land, according to Steve
Allen, executive director.

“This will be our major
fundraiser and the kickoff
to our campaign,” Allen
said.

Boca, one of Alexander’s
new songsis “Let’s Eat,”
and two newer ones for
this version: “The Jewish
American Princess Song”
and “Oy Vey,” which ex-
plores that famous reac-
tion to almost anything, he
said.
